Dear Dr. Saeed:
Your patient with history of CKD and hypertension is evaluated in followup. He is generally feeling well. He denies any new complaints.

Medications: His medications remained unchanged.

Physical Examination: Vital Signs: His blood pressure is 120/82. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. Extremities: He has no edema.

Laboratory Evaluation: His BUN is 16 and creatinine is 1.51. Electrolytes are normal. His hemoglobin is 14.1.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD, stage III, secondary to hypertensive nephrosclerosis with a very stable renal function.

2. Hypertension, which is well controlled. This patient has been very compliant and for the last four years he has a very stable renal function. So, I have made no formal arrangement for followup and I told him to follow with you for his annual test. Certainly, if there is any deviation from his baseline we will be more than happy to reevaluate him.
