SUBJECTIVE: She comes back for results of her ultrasound. Her mammogram has not been read yet. Additionally, she still has the lymph node underneath her right jaw. She has completed two rounds of antibiotics with no subjective improvement.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: On chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Referred to problem list.

MEDICATION LIST: Referred to problem list.

ALLERGIES: Referred to problem list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 116/78. Pulse 70. Temp 97.2. Weight 189 pounds. GENERAL: She is in no distress. HEENT: She does have a less than 0.5 cm mobile rubbery lymph node underneath her right mandible. HEART: Heart sounds are regular. LUNGS: Clear.

Ultrasound of bilateral breasts revealed a sebaceous cyst in the 9 o’clock position of the left breast as well as multiple bilateral breast cysts with no solid masses or suspicious findings for malignancy.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Right submandibular lymphadenopathy.

2. Sebaceous cyst of the left breast and multiple bilateral breast cysts.

PLAN:

1. Ultrasound of the right jaw.

2. The patient would like a referral to Dr. Greer for surgical excision of the sebaceous cyst as well as evaluation of the cysts found on her mammogram.

I reviewed all past and present medical problems, allergies, and treatments in this patient’s medical record during this patient’s visit. Patient education relevant to this patient’s problems was given.
