SUBJECTIVE: He comes today as a new patient. He is a retired mechanical engineer with a history of dementia, hyperlipidemia, glaucoma, and transitional cell carcinoma of the bladder, which was treated in 1994 with regular followup. He has no new problems today. He recently was treated for an upper respiratory tract infection, which has since resolved.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia, glaucoma, history of detached retina status post repair, history of compression fractures after a fall, and transitional cell carcinoma of the bladder treated in 1994.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy, adenoidectomy in 1940, and removal of cancer from bladder at St. Thomas in 1994.

ALLERGIES: Morphine.

MEDICATIONS: Doxycycline, donepezil, melatonin, aspirin, multivitamin, calcium carbonate, magnesium, Lumigan, Ocuvite, glucosamine chondroitin, and simvastatin as well as oxybutynin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is married. He does not smoke nor has ever smoked. He does not drink any alcohol. He does a lot of housework and yard work.

FAMILY HISTORY: One brother had a cancer of the esophagus.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A 132-point review was obtained and on chart today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure 122/70. Pulse 76. Temp 98.3. Weight 140 pounds. GENERAL: He is in no distress. HEENT: Normocephalic and atraumatic. Extraocular muscles are intact. Throat is nonerythematous. Moist mucous membranes. No cervical or supraclavicular lymphadenopathy. HEART: Heart sounds are regular with no murmurs. LUNGS: Clear with no wheezing, rales, or rhonchi. ABDOMEN: Soft. EXTREMITIES: No peripheral edema. NEUROLOGIC: He is alert. He is oriented to person and place. He is able to tell me the year, the season, recent holiday, but is unable to tell me what he had for breakfast this morning.

Recent blood work performed back in July by his previous primary care physician revealed mild anemia. No other abnormalities.

ASSESSMENT: A 76-year-old gentleman here to establish with multiple medical problems, which appear well controlled today. He also had evidence of anemia back in July, which has not been reevaluated.

PLAN: Continue current medications. Check appropriate blood work including CBC and CMP. He will return in July for a physical exam.
