Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): New referral to me. Psychiatric evaluation for management of dementia.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. I discussed his condition with nursing staff. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 02/15/12. He has been evaluated by physician assistant from our service and last visit was on 12/21/12. The patient is very confused, but pleasant. He is a poor historian and carries diagnosis of dementia. The patient was started on Namenda 10 mg q.d. to improve cognition on 12/21/12. No adverse effects reported. His chart indicates that he used to be on donepezil and Namenda, but apparently he was discontinued of above medications upon readmission from hospital. The patient denies any feelings of sadness or depression. No paranoia or delusional thoughts reported.


Past Medical Hx: The patient has complex medical problems including history of falls, new onset seizures, hydrocephalus, urinary incontinence, coronary artery disease, hypertension, diabetes, and peripheral vascular disease.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient was born and raised in New York. He states that he has been married for 23 years and they have no children. The patient reports that he used to work as a delivery person for a grocery store.


Current Medications: Coumadin, Namenda, magnesium oxide, glipizide, Keppra, metformin, metoprolol, tamsulosin, and vitamin B12.
