Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of dementia, history of psychosis, and medication review.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was admitted here on 01/07/13. She was evaluated by PA from our service on 01/18/13. The patient has a history of paranoia and aggressive behaviors and was admitted here on Haldol 5 mg h.s. PA discontinued Haldol and started the patient on risperidone 4 mg h.s. and also started BuSpar 7.5 mg b.i.d. to alleviate anxiety. The patient is very confused. She is an extremely poor historian and not much verbal. Staff reports that sometimes she is resistive to care and makes threatening gestures as if she is going to bite the staff. No meaningful conversation could be held with the patient. The patient was sitting on a chair with her eyes closed.


Past Medical Hx: The patient’s chart indicates that she had a fall two years ago and hit her head. PA’s notes indicate that the patient was riding a bus and had an episode of atrial fibrillation and was hospitalized and was in coma for several days. The patient’s chart indicates diagnoses of dementia, atrial fibrillation, hypertension, and psychosis.


Psychiatric Hx: The patient’s chart indicates history of hospitalization at Botsford Geri Psychiatric Unit recently. The patient was also at Medilodge of Rochester Hills. Her chart indicates history of aggressive behaviors and history of pulling her feeding tube.


Drug/Alcohol Hx:


Family/Social Hx: The patient is a widowed. She had 12th grade education and worked as a clerk at United States Postal Service and retired in 1992. The patient was reported to be fairly independent up until two years ago.


Current Medications: Risperdal 4 mg h.s. and buspirone 7.5 mg b.i.d. She is also on Aldactone and oxcarbazepine, which is probably being used to stabilize her mood, alleviate anxiety, and impulsive behaviors. Her other medications include ascorbic acid, clonidine, Levemir, lisinopril, and metoprolol.
