Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric reevaluation upon readmission from hospital.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. The patient is familiar to our service. He has been a resident of this facility since 10/27/11. The patient was readmitted from St. Joseph Oakland Hospital on 01/21/13. The patient was admitted to hospital for increased agitation, aggressive, and combative behaviors. The patient does have a long-standing history of mood and behavioral problems and carries diagnosis of dementia. He has a history of previously taking haloperidol and Seroquel. The patient’s chart indicates that he was readmitted from hospital on Zyprexa 5 mg b.i.d. and lorazepam. He is a very poor historian. He was very anxious and restless during my evaluation and unable to hold any meaningful conversation, and does seem to respond to internal stimuli. The patient was last evaluated by PA from our service on 01/04/13.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, the patient has history of Alzheimer's dementia, encephalopathy, dysphasia, anemia, cataracts, and hemorrhoids.


Psychiatric Hx: Dementia, psychosis, and mood disorder.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient’s chart indicates that he has two children. The patient owned his own environmental company. The patient lived in Adult Foster Care Home and also lived with his mother per chart prior to placement here.


Current Medications: Zyprexa 5 mg b.i.d., Colace, ferrous sulfate, Norco, Ativan 1.5 mg q.h.s. and 1 mg q.4h. p.r.n., Os-Cal, primidone, and propranolol.
