Discussion and Recommendations:


1) Ongoing followup with attending physician for medical management.


2) Staff needs to anticipate the patient’s needs and provide adequate hydration and nutrition.


3) I would discontinue Zyprexa 5 mg b.i.d. per pharmacy recommendations and switch to Zyprexa 10 mg q.d. to stabilize his psychotic symptoms, decrease agitation, and aggressive and combative behaviors.


4) I would also recommend trial of Depakene 125 mg b.i.d for three days and then increase to 125 mg in the morning and 250 mg p.m. to decrease impulsivity, affective lability, and agitation. Monitor Depakote level and liver enzymes.


5) Will follow with you.
