Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation for management of dementia, depression, and mood disorder.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient has been a resident of this facility since 09/11/12. He has been evaluated by nurse practitioner and a PA from our service. Last visit with PA was on 01/04/03. The patient was being treated for UTI at that time. The patient’s chart indicates history of agitation, depression, and even hallucinations. The patient can get irritable and angry, but during my evaluation. He minimized any feelings of depression and hopelessness. He denied auditory or visual hallucinations, or any thoughts of harm to self or others. The patient has complex medical problems. He seems to be tolerating Lexapro to stabilize his mood well.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, history of diabetes, history of anal and prostate CA, chronic kidney disease, anemia, history of GI bleed, COPD, chronic pain, DVT, history of right radial head fracture, and diabetes.


Psychiatric Hx: Vascular dementia and depression.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Not known.


Family/Social Hx: The patient is never married. His chart indicates that he was construction worker and also worked for General Motors. The patient had 9th grade education.


Current Medications: Donepezil 5 mg h.s., escitalopram 20 mg in the morning, and lorazepam 1 mg h.s. and 0.5 mg q.6h. p.r.n. Other medications include clonidine, aspirin, multivitamin, Os-Cal, spironolactone, Norvasc, and hydralazine.
