Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation for management of depression and anxiety.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): This is a new referral to me. The patient has been evaluated by PA and psychologist from our service. She was readmitted to this facility on 11/19/12. The patient apparently had a fall and had closed fracture of C1-C2. The patient is generally doing okay. She expressed unhappiness over being here and is upset for her son for selling her home. The patient however was happy that her grandson is getting married in August and he wants her to be there at his wedding. The patient states that sometimes she does not sleep well, but overall denies any feelings of hopelessness or suicidal ideation. No paranoia or delusional thoughts reported.


Past Medical Hx: Per chart, closed fracture of C1-C2 vertebrae, chronic kidney disease, cerebrovascular disease, osteoarthritis, history of falls, hypertension, osteoporosis, and constipation.


Psychiatric Hx: Depression, anxiety, and dementia, mild.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Denied.


Family/Social Hx: The patient reports that her husband passed away 40 years ago at the age of 50. The patient has three boys. One lives in Wisconsin. The patient lived at American House for a short-time, but reports that her sons decided to bring her back here. The patient reports that she used to live on a firm.


Current Medications: Lexapro 20 mg q.d. and alprazolam 0.25 mg t.i.d. p.r.n. The patient is also on lisinopril, carvedilol, calcium with vitamin D, calcitonin, amlodipine, hydrocodone, Lasix, and potassium chloride.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appears to be younger than stated age.


Motor Movements: Within normal.


Demeanor: Cooperative.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self and place. The patient knew it is January, but did not know the date.


Speech/Language: Periods of confusion.


Thought Process: Confusion.


Affect/Mood: Mildly dysphoric.


Thought Content: Unhappy with son for putting her house for sale without “telling her.”
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
