3) The patient would benefit from psychotherapy with Seniors Wellness Group psychologist and would benefit from ongoing psychotherapy and substance counseling upon medical stabilization and discharge.


4) Ongoing followup with attending physician for management of the patient’s medical problems and notify our service for any significant and persistent changes in mood.
