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ULTRASOUND EXAMINATION: Right forefoot.

CLINICAL PURPOSE OF EXAMINATION: To confirm and document the presence or absence of clinically important ultrasound findings in the soft tissues of the interspaces.
TECHNIQUE: The soft tissue structures within the interspaces were inspected with a 6.5 MHz linear array transducer with hard copy documentation.

FINDINGS OF THE ULTRASOUND: Plantar second, third, and fourth interspaces are imaged. There was increased hypoechoic signal intensity at the second MTP joint in the second interspace. On the third interspace, there was increased ovoid hypoechoic signal intensity consistent with an inflammation of the intermetatarsal nerve. No foreign body, mass, tumor, or cyst noted.

ASSESSMENT: Findings consistent with the inflammation in the second MTP joint and second interspace and enlargement of intermetatarsal nerve in the third interspace on the right foot.
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
