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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of onychomycosis and tinea pedis, bilateral feet. He had lab work done, but never get the prescription for the medication. He presents today for evaluation and care with the same complaints of dry scaling skin and thickened fungal nails.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Feet are unchanged from the previous examination now over six months ago. His LFTs are extremely elevated and PSA was positive for fungus.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Painful onychomycosis of nails, bilateral feet.

2. Tinea pedis, bilateral feet.

3. Elevated liver enzymes.

PLAN:
1. I explained the patient I cannot start him on the medication because of his elevated liver enzymes.

2. We are going to recheck that if __________ see whether they have gone down __________ we will start him on oral medicine.

3. He is started on topical medicine Oxistat b.i.d.

4. Return to the office in two months for followup care or sooner if he wants to check his further blood test.
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
