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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of painful capsulitis on the left great toe joint. He states he is doing much better after the injection. He had blood test done.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Erythema and edema has decreased on the left great toe joint. No pain on range of motion.

Lab work shows elevated uric acid and sed rate and also his blood sugars are quite elevated, but this was a non-fasting blood test. He is adjusting his medication with his primary care physician.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Painful capsulitis first MTP joint in the left foot, resolved.

2. Hyperuricemia.

3. History of NIDDM – under apparent control.
4. Foot pain.

PLAN:
1. The patient is started on Uloric 40 mg q.d. and is given samples for this __________ 30 days and he will go to the lab in four weeks and check his uric acid and sed rate.

2. Return to the office in five weeks for followup care.
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
