Recent Behavior and Presentation: The staff reports that this patient has had no recent increase of mood or behavior problems. However, she can get agitated at times and may attempt to elope. The patient herself is not very communicative. She seems to indicate that she is “okay” and not having any significant disturbance of sleep, appetite, mood, or overt psychotic symptoms. She appears to indicate that she is not having any medication side effects.

Observations: This is an elderly black female who is initially somewhat suspicious, but then becomes more receptive to my supportive interventions. Her speech is fairly clear and answers to structured questions can be goal directed. She has good hygiene and grooming and is neatly and casually dressed. Affect is mobile. Underlying mood is variable. No EPS evident. AIMS = 0. Fair attention and concentration.

Current Medications: Risperdal 0.5 mg h.s.

Recent Labs: On 08/23/12, lipid panel and glucose within normal limits.

Impression: Dementia with behavioral disturbance, possible delusions and psychosis in the past, currently stable.
This patient has no apparent medication side effects. The benefits of the medications outweigh the risks. If her behavior and mood improve further, we will consider gradual dose reduction at followup, but it is contraindicated at this time.

Plan: Continue current medication. I will see her for followup in coming months. Continue supportive interventions of outreach therapist and nursing home staff.
