Recent Behavior and Presentation: I was asked to reevaluate this patient because pharmacy has suggested that his Ambien be discontinued. The staff has no concerns in regards to this patient’s mood or behavior. The patient himself states he is “okay” and offers no spontaneous psychiatric complaints. He denies any significant disturbance of his sleep or mood.

Observations: This is an older adult black male seated in his wheelchair. He is casually dressed and has fair hygiene and grooming. His speech is soft and mumbled with some aprosody, aphasia, and word finding difficulty. There is latency to many of his responses. He has decreased eye contact.

Medications: Ambien. He is on no other psychotropic medication.

Impression:

1. Dementia.

2. Past history of polysubstance dependence, currently in remission.

This patient does not appear to be in need of Ambien. It can be safe to discontinue. He does not appear to be in need of psychiatric services.

Plan: Discontinue Ambien. Staff to monitor and re-refer to psychiatry if needed.
