CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  New consult.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Juan in our cardiology clinic today.

On today’s visit, the patient has come after expressing a single episode of shortness of breath two or three days ago while he was riding on a bus due to his work place.  He experienced shortness of breath for few minutes, which came on spontaneously and resolved.  The shortness of breath does not associated with any chest pain, drowsiness, syncope, or presyncope.  He denies any leg pain or claudication.  He denies any numbness or weakness in any parts or in the legs.  He denies any ankle swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  Nonsignificant.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Significant for removal of lipoma from the right lumbar region.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  The patient used to smoke cigarettes, which he quit around 40 years ago.  He does use marijuana two to three joints per week and he denies any drinking alcohol.

FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for hypertension and diabetes mellitus in his mother.

ALLERGIES:  The patient is allergic to aspirin.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:  The patient is not on any medication currently.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, his blood pressure was 143/82 mmHg, pulse is 66 bpm, weight is 140 pounds, and height is 5 feet 8 inches.  General:  He is alert and oriented time, place and person, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2 normal.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

1. SHORTNESS OF BREATH:  The patient had a single episode of shortness of breath two to three days ago, which came on spontaneously and lasted for about 1-10 minutes *_____04:02_______* with no specific chest pain.  The patient does not complain of any chest pain, orthopnea, or paroxysmal nocturnal dyspnea.  He does not complain of any leg pain or claudication.  After this episode, he went to the ER and was discharged from the ER and he is come to the clinic for further consultation.  His blood pressure is fine.  He has quit smoking.  We will continue to watch the patient for any symptoms.  As if now, the patient does not need any further investigations.  We have scheduled the patient for a followup after three months and we advised the patient to come back to the clinic if he experienced any chest pain, shortness of breath, or dyspnea.  His blood pressure is fine.  He does not need any medication right now.
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Thank you very much for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. Juan.  Our phone number has been provided to him to call with any questions or concerns.  We will see the patient in about three months time.  Meanwhile, he is instructed to get a primary care physician to look after his within general.
