CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  New consult.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Gary with the past medical history significant for hypertension, glaucoma, allergic rhinitis, and benign prostatic hypertrophy in our clinic today.

On today’s visit, the patient denies having any chest pain, shortness of breath, orthopnea, paroxysmal nocturnal dyspnea, leg claudication, or back pain.  He denies any history of palpitation, dizziness, syncope, or presyncope.  He has been referred by primary care physician to evaluate for the heart function because he has a longstanding hypertension and he has a strong family history of hypertension.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Glaucoma.

3. Allergic rhinitis.

4. Benign prostatic hypertrophy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Insignificant.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  The patient denies smoking cigarettes, drinking alcohol, or using any illicit drug use.
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FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for hypertension.

ALLERGIES:  The patient has known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Allegra.

2. Atenolol 100/25 mg.

3. VESIcare 5 mg.

4. Latanoprost 0.005% for glaucoma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, his blood pressure is 108/67 mmHg, pulse is 56 bpm, weight is 192 pounds, height is 5 feet 10 inches, and BMI 27.7.  General:  He is alert and oriented x3, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.
DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:

1. STRESS TEST:  The patient has been scheduled for the stress test on January 23, 2013.

2. ECHOCARDIOGRAM:  The patient has been scheduled for an echocardiogram on January 23, 2013.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. HYPERTENSION:  On today’s visit, the patient blood pressure is 108/67 mmHg.  He is on atenolol 100/25 mg.  His blood pressure is currently controlled.  We have asked him to adhere to low-salt and low-fat diet and consider primary care physician regarding his hypertension.  We have also advised him to follow exercise schedule.
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2. CORONARY ARTERY DISEASE SCREENING:  The patient has a long history of hypertension.  He has a strong family history of hypertension.  He has been using his medication for hypertension.  His primary care physician is concerned regarding his cardiac function and he is referred the patient to us.  We have considering his risk factors, his age, his history of hypertension, and family history of hypertension.  We have scheduled the patient for an echocardiogram and exercise stress test and once the test results are back we will device the proper management and plan for the patient till then we have asked him to consult his primary care physician.

Thank you very much for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. David.  Our phone number has been provided to him to call with any concerns.  We will see Mr. David back in about four weeks.  Meanwhile, he is instructed to continue to see primary care physician.
