HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Roberts was seen in the office on January 21, 2013. He has chronic anemia due to kidney failure. He also has coronary artery disease. He had multiple angioplasties and stent in the past. He is also diabetic and hypertensive because of above risk factors for myocardial infarction. We need to keep his hemoglobin above 11 g. He is on intermittent Procrit injections. Today, he is here for a followup. His last hemoglobin was exact one month ago and it was about 12 g. His iron source, B12, and folate are normal.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for hypertension, dyslipidemia, history of multiple skin cancers, which were removed, coronary artery disease, and chronic kidney disease.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As listed in the chart dated January 21, 2013. He tells me that there are changes in his medicines.

REVIEW OF THE SYSTEMS: As described above. He is overall doing well except his shortness of breath upon exertion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. His blood pressure is under control.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs are pending.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Chronic anemia due to kidney disease. He also has coronary artery disease. He is diabetic. He has multiple risk factors for the precipitation of acute MI. So, we are trying to keep the hemoglobin only 11 g. His hemoglobin will be checked today.
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
