Subjective: The patient has had some recent “memory loss” and right-sided weakness in right upper extremity and right lower extremity comes and goes. He never felt anything like that before not really none, but no facial droop scarred him to death came here. The patient did go to the ER. Apparently, the patient did faint and had transient loss of consciousness, combativeness or reorientation. The patient apparently did not have any neurological problems. CBC found to be okay. PT/INR found to be okay. PTT found to be okay. CT of the head shows a little trauma to the head with history of previous motorcycle accident. No history of acute intracranial blood clots. CPK and CK-MB found to be within normal limits. Troponin I found to be within normal limits. Chest x-ray found to be normal. CMP found to be normal. The patient __________ at this time it is felt within normal limits.

Objective: Vitals are fairly stable. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation. Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam. The patient does complain of tearing etc., in stomach and complains that he has had old abdominal aortic aneurysm in the past. He said the pain is not severe. It does not radiate down his legs or into stomach and it is not there right now.
Assessment: Possible AAA and TIA.

Plan: MRI of the brain and MRA of the brain. Carotid Doppler bilaterally. AAA ultrasound as soon as possible. If he is feeling any worse on that, he is to go back to the ER.
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
