There is no loss of bladder or bowel control. There is no saddle anesthesia. It is in the lower back.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 120/80. Pulse 96. Temperature 97.6.
Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam.

Assessment: Status post pneumonia and a diffuse idiopathic skeletal hyperostosis.

Plan: Tramadol p.r.n. basis. To check with chest x-ray in two weeks. The patient has taken Augmentin for a week.
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
