Subjective: The patient followup from the hospital stay. The patient is status post bronchitis. She does not seem to have pneumonia. She has a little bit heart failure as well. I reviewed the medicines. The patient is taking an ACE inhibitor and ARB. The patient is on several diuretics. She is going to stop the Atacand, HCT and Aldactone. The patient is still on Lasix and ACE. I do not want to hurt the kidneys. They had questions about the diabetes, what to do if the blood sugars are low, to take his insulin which is 95 and 50 on the Lantus. He is reading well and doing well.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 135/60. Pulse 68. Temperature 97.6.
Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation.
Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam. 1+ swelling of the lower extremities only.

Assessment: Status post bronchitis, status post CHF.

Plan: DC Atacand, HCT, and Aldactone. I told him if the blood sugars are under 120 take half a dose and then check in an hour. If it is above 120, take the other half and if it is still under 120, then just leave it as it is.
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
