Subjective: The patient is here for medicine refill. The patient is now complaining bitterly about pain in the neck and it goes down. The patient had pain that shoots down the arms and lateral aspects bilaterally following fourth and fifth fingers. The patient otherwise is doing okay, but the pain she complaints barely will try Duragesic patch as she is taking short acting and oxycodone without significant relief. She is already here for more. She does have few left. Urine drug screen today is okay.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 100/60. Pulse 75. Temperature 98.1. She looks like she is in pain. She is about to cry. Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation. Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam. TMs are clear. Grip is within normal limits. Crude touch, light touch was preserved actually in all five fingers. Radial and ulnar pulses are found to be okay. He can lift arm above the head bilaterally normally. There is palpable pain around C2 and C3.

Assessment: C-spine cervical disc disease.

Plan: Cerebellar exam was found to be okay. We will do MRI of the neck. She is bitterly complained about the pain. She is to rest, oxycodone and Duragesic patch 25 mcg q.3d. UDS is okay. OBNDD is okay. As we have to get bottom of this her pain cycle continues.
