Subjective: The patient has for two to three years abdominal pain. She is requesting Dr. Tierney. The patient states that she had colonoscopies in the past. She had an EGD and I do recommend EGD, which was essentially normal. I do have the CT scan, which showed moderate ascites with the edema and/or neoplastic change. I told her about and I told her that is probably cancerous or proven otherwise. She has diffuse abdominal pain. She does not have bloody stool and does not have black stools. She has not lost weight has put some weight on. She does have multiple small pulmonary nodules bilaterally in the lung, which is going to confirm what is going on. She is requesting GI and I think she probably needs to start with colonoscopy again see what is going on. They may need to go pulmonology as well, but the ascites is there that would explain what is going on and is worrisome.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 110/750. Pulse 75. Temperature 97.4.
Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly clear to auscultation.
Abdomen: Active bowel sounds, fairly benign exam.

Assessment: Abdominal pain.

Plan: Request GI and I think we need to get there right away and I do think she needs colonoscopy and if that is negative we need workup of the pulmonary nodules so she is to stay in touch with me and how this goes. We will do this as soon as possibly we can, but I think at the present time that will be the way to go having trying to find the fluid. They might be able to get it with more ascites that could be problematic.
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
