Dear Ferdi:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Amor, today.

She is a 64-year-old female whom we are following for idiopathic epiretinal membranes with associated macular edema in each eye. She presents for her scheduled six-month exam including macular tomography. Tomography in the right eye showed increased macular edema associated with her epiretinal membrane. Macular tomography in the left eye showed stable or decreased macular edema despite her epiretinal membrane.

Clinically, her visual acuity is mildly decreased in the right eye at 20/50. She has stable visual acuity in the left eye 20/25 with her current correction. She has moderate cataracts in each eye greater in the left than the right. She also has mild macular edema in the right eye greater than the left eye, but clinically she has no significant epiretinal membrane or macular pucker. I have discussed the situation with Ms. Amor. I would like her to return to see Dr. Ghafouri to consider cataract extraction in the right eye and possibly the left eye as well. Depending on her postoperative vision and its stability we may consider pars plana vitrectomy with membrane peel to address the edema in the right eye.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
