Dear Dr. Nagarajah:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. McRae, today.

He is a 64-year-old male with a history of diabetes. We are also following him for glaucoma. He is currently using Lumigan drops in each eye q.h.s. He presents for his scheduled three-month exam. He has no visual complaints.

I am happy to report that his visual acuity is stable at 20/200 in the right eye and 20/60 in the left eye with his current correction. He has proliferative diabetic retinopathy in each eye, which is quiet following panretinal laser photocoagulation in each eye in the past. He has also moderate cataracts in each eye, which are not visually significant. His decreased vision is secondary to his long history of diabetic maculopathy. Finally, his glaucoma is only under borderline control on his current medications. I will be changing his Lumigan drops to Xalatan drops in each eye q.h.s. and reevaluate his ocular pressure in one month. We may consider laser trabeculoplasty if his ocular pressures remain elevated.

I will keep you informed of his progress.
