CHIEF COMPLAINT: He is coughing and his right lower quadrant hurts when he coughs.

SUBJECTIVE: He has low inguinal tear when coughing too much. He has been coughing for a month, but he has this respiratory symptoms. His cough is clear. He is supposed to visit a grandchild who has cystic fibrosis. He should not go. Also, this is time to check his thyroid. He takes Zoloft for depression. He is on Flomax for prostate.

OBJECTIVE: HEENT: Clear. Lungs: Clear. He has a dry cough. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Extremities: No edema in the lower extremities. He is obese at 312 pounds.

ASSESSMENT: RSV.

PLAN: I will give him some Tussionex at night. He has taken codeine or hydrocodone before. He is allergic to morphine. Plenty of liquid during the day. Hold on to a Z-PAK. If the cough turns green-yellow then fill it. Otherwise, it is viral and will not do any good. I do not recommend going around the child with cystic fibrosis. This is what they used to call a croup, which can cause severe breathing problems in children. Check his labs today.
