Dear Debra:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Love, today.

She is a 67-year-old female whom we are following for glaucoma. She is currently using Xalatan drops in each eye q.h.s. She does occasionally miss her medications. She is status laser trabeculoplasty in each eye in the fall of 2012.

Examination reveals visual acuity of 20/40 in the right eye and 20/60 in the left eye with her current correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/30 vision in each eye. Her glaucoma is under borderline control on her current medications. This may be an issue of her compliance. She has early cataracts in each eye, which are adequately rehabilitated with glasses. Finally, she has symptomatic dry eyes, which are managed with artificial tears. I have asked Ms. Love to continue her Xalatan drops. I encouraged her to be more compliant. She needs no additional ocular treatment at this time. I would, however, like her to return in three months for her annual glaucoma testing including visual fields and optic nerve tomography.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
