History of Present Illness: This is a 51-year-old gentleman with history of coronary artery disease, chronic anxiety and depression, bipolar disorders. The patient has bilateral carpal tunnel syndrome and severe painful peripheral neuropathy. The patient is currently on gabapentin, amitriptyline, and fentanyl patch which is controlling his painful neuropathy. The patient is following with Dr. Syed for his psychiatric management. No acute concerns. The patient is followed by his PMD psychiatric on regular basis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes, depression and bipolar disorder, carpal tunnel syndrome, painful peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Duragesic patch, amitriptyline, gabapentin, Lortab periodically as needed and diabetic medications as per his PMD.
Physical Examination: Vitals: Blood pressure 119/77, pulse 70, and weight 223 pounds. The patient is fully alert. Normal speech and language. Good comprehension. Cranial nerve, normal pupils. Extraocular muscle movement is intact. No facial asymmetry. Neck is supple. Motor, normal strength is upper and lower extremities bilateral and symmetric. No rash or edema. Sensory: Light touch, pinprick, and vibration moderately decreased up to the ankle bilaterally. Reflexes, 1+ biceps, triceps, and brachioradialis, 1+ at knee and trace at ankle. Gait is steady. No Romberg. Negative Babinski.

Assessment: A 51-year-old gentleman with history of chronic diabetes, on insulin. History of severe painful peripheral neuropathy. The patient has also bilateral carpal tunnel syndrome and symptoms are under control. Currently on amitriptyline, gabapentin, and fentanyl patch which is helping his neuropathic symptoms.
Plan: Continue gabapentin 900 mg three times a day. Nortriptyline 100 mg h.s. Fentanyl patch 50 mcg q.72h. Follow up in four to six weeks.
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
