Dear Dr. Kango:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Guthrie, today.

He is a 58-year-old gentleman with a history of diabetes. We are also following him as a glaucoma suspect. At the present time, he has no visual complaints.

I am happy to report that his visual acuity is stable at 20/30 in the right eye and 20/25 in the left eye without correction. He has no evidence of diabetic retinopathy. He is a glaucoma suspect secondary to a strong family history and increased optic nerve head cupping. Visual fields today, however, showed no glaucomatous visual field defects and have been stable compared to exams in the past. Optic nerve tomography showed a healthy nerve fiber layer bilaterally without glaucomatous nerve fiber layer loss. At the present time, I do not think Mr. Guthrie needs specific ocular treatment. I would, however, like him to return in one year for full exam including visual fields and optic nerve tomography.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
