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The patient is here for followup. He has chronic pain. He has been using hydrocodone and Tylenol combination for several years. The patient has been taking increasingly higher doses of narcotics along with Tylenol combination and he is here earlier in his appointment as he wants some more medication. The patient has severe non-operable peripheral vascular disease of the left lower extremity status post thrombolysis or femoral bypass in 2011 and in spite of that he has developed persistent chronic pain in the left lower extremity. He has been offered amputation of the left lower extremity that he has refused. At this point, the patient is being referred to Dr. Choudary for management of his chronic pain and consideration of possible implantation to manage the need for narcotic intake. The patient has failed the use of gabapentin and other alternative medications for treatment. The patient will need refill on all of his routine medications and routine lab work.
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
