Dear Dr. Messenger:

This is a followup for Mr. Gordon who has renal transplant, polycystic kidney disease, and underlying hypertension.  Last visit was in September.  No complaints.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  No edema or claudication.  Stable numbness right-sided of the leg.  He has been following with neurology, Dr. Shaik.  There has been vitamin B12, B6, and D deficiency.  All of them being replaced.  Same transplant medication. Denies chest pain, palpitations, or dyspnea.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home in the 140s.  Today, it was 140/68 right-sided large cuff.  No rales or wheezes.  Appears regular although there is a prior history of atrial fibrillation.  No pericardial rub.  He has prior bilateral endarterectomy.  No gross JVD or carotid bruits.  No localized rales.  No pericardial rub. No ascites or abdominal tenderness.  No edema.

Labs:  The only blood test we receive was the Prograf level 5.1 in December.  We did not receive any other numbers.  In October, creatinine was 1.6 for a GFR of 47 stage III.  There was a prior normal electrolytes, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, magnesium, and uric acid.  No anemia.  There has been relative metabolic acidosis.

Assessment and Plan:  He is anticoagulated with Coumadin.  Followthrough cardiology.  I did not change any medicines.  Continue cholesterol management.  Blood test every month.  Come back in four months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
