This 27-year-old single unemployed African-American male was seen by me, accompanied by the mother, who is the legal guardian; reporting that he has been doing fairly well with his present medications. No reported concerns, other than minor incidents of agitation, but redirectable, but still has periods of talking to himself, especially when he is not engaged or any type of activity, but it is not interfering with his functioning or his activities. No reported inappropriate behaviors in the community setting, and no reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert, responded in one-word answers, but no spontaneous interaction. Psychomotor activity is neither increased nor decreased, and is easily redirected. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. Screening for adverse effects is rather negative. No evidence for any active suicidal thoughts, ideas, plans or behaviors, and is fairly easily redirected.

Diagnosis: Psychotic disorder - not otherwise specified, pervasive developmental disorder and history of seizure disorder.

Treatment Recommendation: Continue with Risperdal M-Tablets 2 mg in the morning and 3 mg at bedtime, quantity a month supply with two refills, and to return to see me in 12 weeks for review of medication and followup.
