She was in the hospital for seven days. She has paperwork to be filled out. Yesterday, her O2 sat dropped down in the low 90s. She felt a little tired, but today is back fine. The patient also suffers from depression, lupus, fibromyalgia, and irritable bowel syndrome. She has her oxygen on today. O2 sat was 95% at rest.

OBJECTIVE: She is afebrile. HEENT: Clear. Lungs: Clear and pleasant. Abdomen: Bowel sounds are positive. Extremities: There is no edema of the lower extremities.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Recurrent pneumonias, which I am thinking that the lupus with autoimmune disease is making more prone. If she can try to avoid lot of company, she does not go out of the house except to the doctor’s office the germs have to be brought in at least through the germ season. She has had a flu shot. She has had a pneumonia shot.
