Please see physician’s handwritten notes for full details. Her fibromyalgia is doing well. However, her chronic daily headaches have continued to worsen despite best optimal migraine therapy including medicines, Botox and interventions. Each month, it gets worse last averaging anywhere between 7 to 8 severe per month and 6 to 8 mild-to-moderate. She has been unresponsive for all migraine preventatives, currently we are going to taper her Topamax over a month and then later taper her Neurontin.

We did an MRI of the head, which is unremarkable except mild ethmoidal mucosal thickening. She has seen Dr. Dansby in the past and she has undergone three sinus surgeries in 2002, 2005 and 2006 with no longer-term improvement. Her MRI of the cervical spine was done, but not interpretable because of movement so we are going to repeat it and we will also do a lumbar puncture to rule out benign intracranial hypertension since recently she has had some blurred vision and tunnel vision.

She also did not respond to Indocin 25 mg t.i.d. for five to six weeks.

Her blood pressure is 120/80, pulse 72, respirations 14. Chest: Clear. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur. Neck: Supple. Full range of motion. No occipital neuralgia. No carotidynia. No dystonia. No adenopathy. No meningismus. The rest of neurological exam is normal.

Impression:
1. Fibromyalgia, well controlled.

2. Chronic daily headache; worsening.

Plan: LP, MRI of the cervical spine, taper Topamax. If no improvement, I will have her see Dr. Brian Sorin for further evaluation.
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
