Dear Dr. Maine:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Woods, today.

He is a 52-year-old gentleman with a history of diabetes. He presents for his annual eye exam. At the present time, he does complain of blurred vision.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/25 in each eye without correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/20 vision in each eye. He has trace nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy in the left eye. He has no evidence of retinopathy in the right eye. His decreased vision is secondary to presbyopia. Finally, he has clinical signs of dry eyes. I will be giving Mr. Woods a prescription for new bifocals. I have asked him to use artificial tears on a p.r.n. basis. Otherwise, I would like to see him again in six months or sooner should he have any problems.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
