Please see physician’s handwritten notes for full details. She follows up for her chronic pain syndrome involving the right neck/shoulder associated with partial radical resection of the right neck followed by chemotherapy and radiation with mixed nociceptive/neuropathic pain syndrome.

We increased her Ultram to a max of 2 per day p.r.n. added baclofen currently 10 mg b.i.d. and did Botox 100 units on 12/07/12, 70 into the right middle trapezius and 10 into the right sternocleidomastoid and 20 mg into the right splenius capitis. Her pain level was in the neck and shoulder on the right was at 6, now is down to 4 and she is functioning better. She is working fulltime with decrease in the right upper shoulder pain. She has no more down in the lateral scapular area. The baclofen has been helpful for spasms and neuropathic pain. There has been no side effects; overall quite pleased.

She still has unchanged left shoulder elevation and 10 degrees of torticollis to the right. Cervical range of motion is improved in three parameters and unchanged to one. Currently rotational tilt, right 60 and left 70, lateral tilt right 60 and left 50. She appears more relaxed and less discomfort.

Impression: Chronic pain syndrome; right neck and shoulder; both nociceptive and neuropathic type; improved with current management.

Plan: We will increase Botox to 200 units and we repeat on 03/07/13. She will continue her current regimen. Routine followup in four months.
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
