Dear Eric:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Boothe, today.

She is a 61-year-old female whom you referred for ocular evaluation. Her past medical history is significant cerebrovascular event in 2009. She has resultant aphasia as well as right-sided hemiparesis.

Examination was unable to elicit a visual acuity. She does, however, have moderate cataracts in each eye, which may be causing decreased vision. She is also a glaucoma suspect secondary to increased optic nerve head cupping. I will be giving Ms. Boothe a prescription for new glasses as measured by our autorefractor. I will also have her return for visual field testing to rule out any deficits from her cerebrovascular event or from possible glaucoma. We will also have her return for optic nerve tomography and decide whether she should be treated for glaucoma. Exam today, however, shows normal intraocular pressures and does not suggest that she requires glaucoma treatment.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
