I had a chance to see your father today. As you know he is a 76-year-old gentleman whom we are following for glaucoma. He is currently using Combigan drops in each eye b.i.d. and Xalatan drops in each eye q.h.s. He has no visual complaints.

I am happy to report that his visual acuity is stable at 20/20 in each eye with his current correction. His glaucoma is controlled on his current medications. He has stable pseudophakia bilaterally. Finally, he has a long‑standing exotropia, which is stable. I have asked his father to continue his current medications. We will reevaluate his ocular pressure in three months.

I will keep you informed of his progress.
