Please see physician’s handwritten notes for full details. She follows up for her relapsing-remitting multiple sclerosis on no IMD, T5-T7 syrinx, Fuchs dystrophy, and major unipolar depression. Last office visit, she had undergone IV Solu-Medrol four months ago for a flare-up and she has returned to her baseline. I have given her a list of immunomodulatory drugs that are available to her having failed Copaxone, and she declines a trial at this time. No new symptoms. No relapses. She is working with a Dr. John Hyatt, gastroenterologist to Baylor Garland for GERDs. She is slowly getting better on Aciphex and Carafate.

She walks 25 feet in 5.0 seconds with no assist (previously 6.0 seconds). Her overall strength is improved in the shoulder and hip and unchanged in the hand and foot specifically as follows: Upper extremity proximal 5, distal 3+; lower extremity proximal 5 and distal right 4+ and left 5-. The previous right postural tremor has resolved.

Impression:
1. Relapsing-remitting multiple sclerosis; on no immunomodulatory drug therapy at her request; good clinical response to IV Solu-Medrol.

2. Osteoarthritis in the hands.

Plan: Continue same regimen. Follow up in four months.
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
