Dear Dr. Workneh:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Stanback, today.

He is a 77-year-old gentleman whom we are evaluating for possible glaucoma secondary to elevated intraocular pressures. Today, his intraocular pressures remain mildly elevated in the right eye. Baseline glaucoma testing showed normal visual field in the right eye. He had some mild nonspecific superior constriction of his visual field in the left eye. Optic nerve tomography showed a healthy nerve fiber layer bilaterally.

At the present time, I do not think that Mr. Stanback requires glaucoma treatment. However, I would like to reevaluate his intraocular pressures and repeat the visual field for the left eye in six months.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
