Samantha comes in with her new MRI. It does show the central disc at L4-L5 and going through this, this seems to be a slight tendency to go through the right and then at L5-S1, I think there is also some impingement there, and she has had some relief with the L4-L5 injections. The last one lasted about three months. The question is whether she should have an L5-S1 injection because of the numbness in the lateral aspect of her right foot or an L4-L5. She is going to bring the disc to have her evaluated by the radiologist, who is going to do the injection to determine whether there is an L4-L5 or L5-S1 injection. Now again, she has many questions of why this is not getting better and whether something to be done surgically, and I felt because of the location of the disc and the size of it, surgery at this time is not indicated, but I might get an EMG to see if there is more going on than the MRI is showing.
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
