Dear Gerard:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Davis, today.

She is a 64-year-old female whom we have been following for glaucoma. She is currently using Xalatan drops in each eye q.h.s. She presents for her scheduled three-month exam. At the present time, she does complain of decreased vision.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/30 in each eye with her current correction. Her glaucoma appears to be controlled on her current medications. She does have moderate cataracts in each eye as a cause of her decreased vision. At the present time, however, they appear to be nonsurgical. Finally, she is stable status post laser prophylaxis of retinal tears in each eye. She does not require additional ocular treatment at this time. I will have her continue her Xalatan drops and return in three months for her annual glaucoma testing including visual fields and optic nerve tomography. We will consider whether she would benefit from cataract surgery in the future.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
