This 32-year-old single unemployed African-American male was seen by me for medication review and followup, accompanied by the staff member from the home, and it is reported that he has been showing more aggressive and impulsive agitated behaviors, and especially being physical with some of the residents at the home, at times difficult to redirect and appears more preoccupied and more increasingly agitated, laughing and smiling to self. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert, verbal, and appropriately dressed. Responded and interacted fairly. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors during the interview, but is quiet easily irritable and distracted and preoccupied; laughing and smiling to self, making grunting noises. No overt suicidal or homicidal thoughts and needs constant supervision and redirection. No noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Diagnostic Impression: Schizoaffective disorder and autistic disorder, severe intellectual impairment.

Treatment Recommendation: In view of the increased agitation and aggression, preoccupation and laughing to self, he is recommended to continue with the same medicine, but increase Risperdal to 3 mg b.i.d. and h.s. Continue Topamax 100 mg twice a day and two at bedtime, all for a month supply and one refill, and to return to see me in eight weeks for review of medication and followup, and medical care is to continue as per the medical consultants. Continue with present placement, supervision, and monitoring.
