Mr. Furman is known to me.  He suffers from work-related injuries, which have resulted in failed back surgery and as a result suffers from lumbar thoracic radiculopathy and thoracic facet arthralgia.  He states that our treatment paradigm of intermittent injections and medical management allows him to perform his activities of daily living, decrease his overall pain experience, and increase his quality of life.  He reports each and every injection is necessary and beneficial.  He reports his pain level with the medications only would be 6-7/10 and with the combination of the medicines and injection it is approximately 3-4/10.  He had excellent relief last month from our thoracic transforaminal injections two months ago.  He did remarkably well and he has had some gradual return of that pain over the last two months.

He continues on MS Contin, MSIR, baclofen, Dulcolax suppositories, Lidoderm, and MiraLax.  He denies receiving narcotics from any other source.  He denies excessive sedation or constipation.  He was informed not to operate a motor vehicle.  He denies any narcotic diversion.

He is approved today for two-level bilateral thoracic transforaminal epidural steroids, this will be #2 of a series of 3.  His bracket date is 02/27/13.  Again, this will be #2 of 3 two-level bilateral transforaminal.  Denies any contraindcation for the same.  He is complaining of pain starting in his back radiating down both sides in the T5, T6 and T7 distribution bilaterally.

Past Medical History:  Reviewed and unchanged with the exception of HPI.

Past Surgical History:  Reviewed and unchanged with the exception of HPI.

Family History:  Reviewed and unchanged with the exception of HPI.

Social History:  Reviewed and unchanged with the exception of HPI.

Review of Systems:  Reviewed and remained unchanged with the exception of HPI.
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Physical Examination:  One-on-one, face-to-face prior to and after the procedure.  The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.  Vital signs are stable.  Pupils are equal, reactive, and nonconstricted.  Memory is intact to short-term and long-term.  Cranial nerves II through XII tested and are grossly intact.  Appears to be in moderate distress.  Sensory and motor exam of bilateral lower extremities without changes.  DTRs are 2+ bilateral at the biceps, triceps, Achilles, and knee jerk.  No abnormal Babinski’s response.  Midline laminectomy scar.  Tenderness to palpation.  Normal gait.  Midline laminectomy.

Assessment:  All work-related:  Status post failed thoracic spine surgery with thoracic facet arthralgia and lumbar thoracic radiculopathy.  The patient is approved today for two-level bilateral thoracic transforaminal epidural steroid injection therapy, this is #2 of 3 approved through 02/27/2013.

Recommendation:
1. The patient is to continue with his MS Contin, MSIR, and asthma medications.

2. He is to return to the clinic in 30 days.  We have another set approved #3 of 3 if the patient is seen before 02/27/13.

PROCEDURE NOTE

Indications:  The patient is preapproved, preauthorized, and precertified.  He has lifetime medicals.  Two-level bilateral lumbar thoracic transforaminal epidural steroid injection therapy.  Denies any contraindications for the same.  This is #2 of 3.

Procedure:  The patient in prone position, sterile prepped and draped, under multiplanar fluoroscopy, after local infiltration, 3.5” x #25 gauge spinal needles were guided into the T5-T6 and T6-T7 foramens on the left and right respectively to a total of four injection sites and bilateral transforaminal.  Negative heme, negative aspiration and negative paresthesia, followed by 1 cc of 1% Methylparaben free, epinephrine free lidocaine, and 4.5 mg of betamethasone at each site.  Needles were flushed and removed.  The patient tolerated well.  Monitored times 20 minutes.  No signs of pneumothorax, recovered uneventfully, reported excellent pain relief.  Again, this is #2 of 3.  We have another set approved if the patient returns to the clinic before 02/27/13.
