This 38-year-old single unemployed African-American male is seen by me, accompanied by the family for medication review and followup. Reportedly has been doing fairly well at home and at the program. No reported aggression or agitation. He is much more easily redirected, but needs constant supervision and redirection in help with ADLs and self-care. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert, verbal, and appropriately dressed. Responded and interacted fairly. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication. He smiles when interacted, but no overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. Continues with short attention span and concentration.

Diagnostic Impression: Psychotic disorder - not otherwise specified and autism with the behavioral problems.

Treatment and Recommendations: In view of his relative stability with the present medication and lack of adverse effects, continue with Risperdal 2 mg at 4 p.m. and at bedtime quantity 60 with one refill, and to return to see me in eight weeks for review of medication and followup. Continue with present placement, supervision, and monitoring and encourage compliance.
