This 23-year-old single unemployed African-American male is seen, accompanied by the mother, who reports that he had a seizure activity, for which he was hospitalized at Sinai Grace and was diagnosed with psychomotor epilepsy and still has periods of episodic aggressive and threatening behaviors and property destruction, and that reportedly happened onetime since the last visit. No reported other issues or concerns and still continues with the same behavioral issues that require close monitoring and supervision. Mother expresses some degree of helplessness in caring for him because of the intensity and severity of the problems. Case manager is to work on alternative placements and interventions, including suggestion for enhanced staffing to manage his outbursts of these behaviors. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert and follows redirection, but basically nonverbal with smile, but follows redirection. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors during this visit. No noted signs of side effects from the medication. Screening for suicidal and homicidal risk factors is rather negative.

Treatment and Recommendations: Continue with Seroquel 200 mg one in the morning and three at h.s. quantity 120, Catapres 0.1 mg t.i.d. and three at h.s. quantity 180, Remeron 30 mg two at h.s. quantity 60, and Adderall XR 30 mg daily quantity 30 and reportedly been on Lamictal and melatonin, which are seemingly helpful and was reportedly taken off of Keppra, and is given a month supply and refill, and to return to see me in eight weeks for review of medication and followup. Continue with present placement, supervision, monitoring and further assessment of behavioral interventions.
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
