1. Ms. Smith has been coughing with blood tinged productive sputum. She has what appears to be sinusitis, maxillary sinus drainage. No chest congestion. On throat exam, she does have a tonsillar crypt with white material, appears to be food versus calcium deposit. She has seen a dentist ______1:40______. I also advised that we could refer her to ENT, but do not suspicious.

2. Three skin lesions on her left breast inferior, posterior, and anterior. The posterior and inferior were sent to pathology. It appeared to be seborrheic keratosis. Rule out skin cancer. Base was curetted. Treated with ferric sulfate. Sample was sent for pathology.

3. Depression screening and denies depression. No trouble with anxiety, insomnia or relationships. No mood problems.

4. Alcohol screening. She does not drink, has approximately one drink a year. Follow up in two to three weeks to recheck on sinusitis and on pathologies from her skin.
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
