This 54-year-old single unemployed African-American female is seen by me for medication review and followup, accompanied by the family, who reports that she has been doing fairly well, not having any problems, but had to be hospitalized at Sinai Grace Hospital for seizure problems, where she was for about a week’s time and now doing better with the present treatment and care. No reported seizure activity since. No reported adverse effects. No reported active symptomatology or extrapyramidal symptoms.

On mental status examination, she is alert, verbal, and appropriately dressed. Responded and interacted fairly. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Diagnostic Impression: Psychotic disorder - not otherwise specified.

Treatment and Recommendations: Continue with Haldol 1 mg in the morning and one at h.s. quantity 60 and Cogentin 0.5 mg daily p.r.n. for extrapyramidal side effects quantity 30, all with two refills, and to return to see me in 12 weeks for review of medication and followup. If she were doing okay without having to use the Cogentin and no extrapyramidal side effects, would consider discontinuing Cogentin at next visit. The same was discussed with the family and continue with present placement, supervision, and monitoring.
