Mother reports the patient had been sleepy and having headaches, more emotional today and that is why she had to pick her from school. She started her on Daytrana patch, which was approved and Friday was the first day. She has not seen any difference. She is sleeping all the time. Focusing is still not good. She is getting more emotional and she is around the periods time. She is sleeping well and eating well. Compliant with medications. Denied side effects. Mother discontinued Concerta. Mother today put two patches of Daytrana by herself like 20 mg. Encouraged mother to give the medication as prescribed only.

Mental Status Examination: The patient is an alert, oriented, well-developed and well‑nourished African-American female. Good eye contact, cooperative, and clear speech for most part. Euthymic mood and affect.

Plan: Increase Daytrana patch to 15 mg/9-hour patch per day. Continue Seroquel XR 50 mg p.o. at 7 p.m. Talked about importance of giving the medications in the prescribed dose. Mother signed the consent form. Follow up in one month.
