Dear Dr. Motazedi:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Fullard, today.

She is a 77-year-old female with a history of diabetes. At the present time, she has no visual complaints. She does, however, complain of ocular discomfort and itching.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/40 in each eye with her current correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/25 vision in each eye. She has no evidence of diabetic retinopathy. She does have moderately advanced cataracts in each eye as a cause of her decreased vision. At the present time, however, she does not have significant visual impairment. Finally her symptoms are secondary to dry eyes and allergic conjunctivitis. I have asked Ms. Fullard to use artificial tears on a p.r.n. basis. I also gave her a prescription for topical antihistamines using Patanol drops in each eye b.i.d. as needed. Otherwise she can return in one year or sooner should she have any problems.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
